Question 1*
What are the key features of good verse speaking? Focus on two or more contrasting poems with which you are familiar, and explore strategies and techniques that you would use to enhance interpretation and delivery in performance.
Question 2*
The ideal speaker should have a well projected voice, combining audibility and intelligibility. Discuss this statement, focusing on the vocal practice, techniques, and exercises necessary to achieve its aim.
Question 3
“Mime is the very essence of all living theatre ….it has shaken itself loose from the formalism by which it was previously bound, and this has revealed several possibilities for the journey towards the theatre of gesture, images and the spoken word”.      ( Brochure advertising a Lecoq summer school)
Discuss the uses and journey of Mime in current theatre/drama practice and training.
Question 4
Imagine that you have been cast in a major role in a play. Discuss how you would approach the task of exploring the play’s text, its language and your character. You may refer to your own drama practice. 

Question 5

You and your drama classmates have been invited to present a recital as part of an entertainment, for charity, in the local community hall. Discuss how you would develop an appropriate theme and programme, present and stage the group recital to maintain the interest of your diverse audience.
Question 6

Choose an Irish playwright or writer of your choice. Discuss his or her work, comparing and contrasting some of the texts and evaluating their development. 
Question 7

“A director should not be dogmatic, but should support his/her actors in making their own of the play,” Discuss this view, drawing on your own experience and research concerning the role and function of a director.
Question 8

Public speaking is a necessary skill for all in today’s business world and public life. What advice, techniques, strategies and exercises would you give an inexperienced speaker? 
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
